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How to become a
further education teacher

To become a further education teacher in Ireland, there are two options to choose from:

LGRS Tl is to complete an undergraduate degree or equivalent at Level 8 on the National Framework of
Qualifications (NFQ) which has an ECTS credit weighing of at least 180 ECTS credits.

Complete a Level 7 undergraduate degree or equivalent on the NFQ which has an ECTS credit weighing of at least 180
ECTS, AND provide evidence of either:

i. An appropriate additional qualification, OR

ii. Aminimum of three years of post-qualification experience in a workplace or instructional setting which is relevant to
the qualification(s).

Complete a Teaching Council accredited Further Education teacher education qualification (TEQ).

LUl K1l is to complete an undergraduate teacher education qualification in Further Education,
which is accredited by the Teaching Council. These degrees are currently offered by DCU and SETU and are listed on
page 3.
